17. Progress and Information - To note report on Progress & Information 
1 Graffiti on the Welcome to Hextable sign near Five Wents Memorial Hall has now been removed and the wooden frame around it will be painted in the Spring, along with the frame around the Welcome to Hextable sign at Top Dartford Road
2 The Parish Clerk applied and was successful in being awarded a grant of £800 from Kent County Councillor Michael Horwood’s members fund for the removal of a tree stump in St David’s Road. 

3 The hedge along the perimeter of Hextable Gardens has been cut.
4 Having had several reports of horses and carts in Hextable Park, the Clerk attended the site and spoke to 2 youths with horses and traps in the park. After a fair amount of abuse and a threat from one of the youths they left the park. The issue, which is ongoing regular occurrence has been reported to both the police and traveller liaison at Sevenoaks District Council.
5 The Commonwealth Flag was flown at the Parish Office on 13th March to commemorate Commonwealth Day.
6 The George Flag was flown at the Parish Office to commemorate St George’s Day on 23rd April.
7 Gents toilets in the Village Hall were damaged during March and repair works had to be undertaken
8 Replacement bollards near the post office have been installed, although the initial work was unsatisfactory remedial works are taking place to put this right.
